Both T Levels and Transition Programmes require completion of our Jump Start to

If you opt to take a T Level you will spend 20% of your time on an industry placement
and 80% in the classroom.

This is reversed for an apprenticeship where you would typically spend 80% of your
time in employment and 20% in the classroom.
